e Those who are enrolled in an undergraduate course (equivalent to a Japanese university’s 4-year degree course)
or who have obtained a “Bachelor’s degree”. (Those who have only graduated high school are not eligible to
apply)

e Those who have the English capability to follow a lecture in English (Hands-on Experience of Japanese Culture
and Lectures About Japan are conducted in English)

e Those who have capability to take the program online (ICT environment: internet connection, web cam/mic,
Zoom application)

e Those who have knowledge of hiragana and katakana by the start of the program
